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Dr. Levy’s research concentrates on malignant lymphoma,
the cancer of the immune system. He employs the tools
of immunology and molecular biology to understand and
to treat this disease. In 1981 he was the first to successfully
treat a cancer patient with a monoclonal antibody. He went
on to develop rituximab (Rituxan®), now a standard treat-
ment for lymphoma that is extending the lives of patients
worldwide. He is currently conducting clinical trials to
induce immune responses by lymphoma patients against
their own tumors.

Dr. Levy’s work spans the entire gamut of transla-
tional science, from discovery to preclinical development
to clinical trials in patients. He is an elected member of
the National Academy of Sciences and the Institute of
Medicine. In 1982 he received the first Armand Hammer
Award for Cancer Research, and later received the Karnof-
sky Award from the American Society of Clinical Oncol-
ogy, the Burchenal Award from the American Association
of Cancer Research, the Kettering Prize from the General
Motors Cancer Research Foundation, the Medal of Honor
by the American Cancer Society, the Damashek Prize from
the American Society of Hematology and the King Faisal
International Prize.
